School Improvement Grant

School Improvement Grants (SIGs), authorized
under section 1003(g) of Title |, are competitive
sub-grants awarded to school districts that
demonstrate the greatest need for the funds and
the strongest commitment to use the funds to
provide adequate resources in order to
substantially raise the achievement of students
in their lowest-performing schools.

The schools are further designated according to
the level of supports and interventions needed:
comprehensive supports and interventions (CSl),
additional targeted supports and interventions
(ATSI), and targeted supports and interventions
(TSI). CSI schools are title | only. ATSI and TSI
schools both title | and non-title I. There are
currently 9 SIG schools in NNPS, 4 middle and 5
elementary.
