The money may be used for materials and related services, but not
personnel or field trips. Equipment is not typically funded, but will be considered on a case-by-case basis.

How do | Apply?

Complete the application, which is available online at www.nnschools.org/overview/grants.html. All applications must
be approved by the principal.

Applications are due by
Wednesday, February 21, 2024 by 4 p.m. No applications will be accepted after the deadline.

Grant applications will be judged in a blind evaluation process. Applicants will be notified as to whether

or not their project has been accepted for funding. Funding will be awarded at the Mini-Grants Awards Ceremony,
whose date will be announced later.

What Happens if My Project is Funded?

Recipients are to implement the project as proposed, complete a final evaluation report that includes a financial statement,
participate in a Mini-Grant Fair and serve as a resource for other teachers who wish to replicate the project.
